Shows will be rated according to the amount of prize money offered only in walking, plantation, racking, pleasure and spotted classes corresponding to the point’s program awards class list. The following rating scale will be used:
Up to $1,500.00 .............................. A
$1,501.00 to $3,000.00 ................... AA
$3,001.00 to $5,000.00 ................... AAA
$5,001.00 to $7,500.00 ................... AAAA
$7,501.00 to $10,000.00 ................. AAAAA
$10,000.00 to $15,000.00 ............... AAAAAA
$15,000.00 and over ....................... AAAAAAA

Each nominated horse will earn points in each listed awards class in the following manner:
1st. .................................................. 10 points
2nd. ................................................. 9 points
3rd. ................................................. 8 points
4th. .................................................. 7 points
5th. .................................................. 6 points
6th. .................................................. 5 points
7th. .................................................. 4 points
8th. .................................................. 3 points
9th. .................................................. 2 points
10th. ................................................ 1 point

The points earned in each class will be calculated by multiplying the points for placing by the show rating.  For example:  if horse places 2nd in an “AAAA” show, the points earned would be 9 X 4 = 36.  Horses participating in the VWRHOA show will be awarded double the normal amount of points for that show only. Points in all other affiliated shows will be awarded according to the calculations shown above.

Points will be counted only from official copies of class sheets obtained from show management. Copies of the class sheets will be kept on file until December 31st. of each show year. Shows affiliated with the VWRHOA have thirty (30) days to send their show class sheets and judges cards to the Points Secretary. Shows that do not return this information within the allowed time will not be counted. Likewise, all members participating in the Trail Riding Division must send their trail riding forms to the Points Secretary within thirty (30) days after the trail ride event in order for the trail riding time to be counted for year-end wards. VWRHOA members will be notified by mail of all points recorded by the Points Secretary after all shows have had the allotted time to return their show results.

In order to earn points in an awards class at an affiliated show, the horse owner (business or individual), exhibitor, and trainer must all be members in good standing of the VWRHOA at the time the horse is shown. There will be no exceptions to this rule. (a.) If a horse is owned by more than one person, all owners must be members. If a family owns the horse, the family must hold a family membership. If a business or company owns the horse, it must hold an individual membership. (b.) The exhibitor must either hold an individual or youth membership or be included in a family membership. (c.) The trainer must be a member and must include his/her name on all entry sheets when the horse is entered under a stable or business name. Membership dues for the VWRHOA must have been paid and the nomination fee for the horse paid before points can be earned.


If a member sells a horse that has earned points, it is his/her responsibility to notify the Points Secretary of such sale. If the new owner is a member in good standing of the VWRHOA or becomes a member within thirty (30) days of the sale, all points earned by the horse prior to sale will be transferred to the new owner. 

             Points will be awarded in each awards class so as not to conflict with the wording of the VWRHOA High Points class divisions. Points count in all qualifying classes if each exhibitor has an opportunity to qualify.

Any classes added to a show program or class list after it has been mailed will not count for points unless the show program or class list is revised and mailed to each member of the VWRHOA at least two weeks prior to the show date.

When a show affiliates with the VWRHOA, it must notify all members of the VWRHOA of its affiliation by mailing a copy of its official show program or class list to each member of the VWRHOA at least two weeks prior to the show date.

In order to participate in the High Points Awards Program, the owner of each horse must complete a Nomination Form and mail it to the Points Secretary along with payment of a nomination fee of $15.00. A nomination form is provided herewith and may be copied as needed for additional horse nominations. 

Please use a separate nomination form for each horse nominated. For the 2010 show season, the horse does not have to be nominated in a particular division. The owner need only pay one nomination fee per horse and show the horse in any awards class at any affiliated show in order to earn points, but remember that the owner, exhibitor and trainer shown on the show results sheet must all be members in good standing of the VWRHOA in order for the points to be earned in that class.

A first place award (Champion) in each Awards Class will be awarded to the horse accumulating the highest total of points in that Awards Class. A second place award (Reserve) in each Awards Class will be awarded to the horse accumulating the next highest total of points in that Awards Class. An additional award (High-Point Horse) in each Division will be awarded to the horse accumulating the highest total of points in that Division. (In the Flat Shod Pleasure Horse Division, the award will be given in each sub-division A, B & C.)

Notes:
-All 2-Year Old, 3-Year Old & 4-Year Old Walking Horse classes include fillies, stallions & geldings.

-All “Youth” classes (unless specified otherwise) include “11 & Under”, “12 to 17” and “17 & Under”.

-All “Amateur Owned & Trained” classes are for horses that have not had professional training for a minimum of ninety days prior to the date of the show in which the horse is participating.

-The Plantation Pleasure Heavy Shod shoe width may be 1-1/2” or 1” optional to show management.

-“Show Pleasure” classes are not required to canter. 

-Padded horses over three years old must canter in all “Open” classes.

-Show management is allowed to have one (1) “Open Specialty” class in its program or class list.

-Canter is optional to show management in all “Open Park Pleasure” classes and all “Flat Shod
Pleasure”
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
